(1) Calculate the incidence rate of exposed group.

(2)  Calculate  the  prevalence  proportion  at  mid-2006  in

exposed group.

(3)  Calculate the risk of unexposed group.

(4)  Calculate  the  risk  ratio  and  risk  difference  of  the

exposed group to unexposed group.
